Atoms (formerly Intro to Sports) (2.5-3.5 year olds) Designed for our smallest jocks, this 45 minute class puts the emphasis on group fun and games.  Tag, relays, treasure hunts and of course, soccer.  So spread out the blankie and enjoy the show.
